ITINERARY:

NIGHT BEFORE: We stay on a campsite close fo
Dover where we provide a full briefing for the tour
and advice on motorhoming on the confinent in
general. This is a complimentary night and you are
welcome to join us at no additional cost.

DAYS 1 - 2: We meet at Dover for our scheduled
morning ferry crossing. Over the next ftwo days we
will make our way south-east through France with
overnight stops in the Champagne and Burgundy
regions.

DAYS 3 - 4: Today we head fo the world-famous
Mont Blanc. We will be spending two nights in the
foothills allowing a day for a visit into the local fown,
or perhaps a frip up the mountain itself (weather
permitting).

DAYS 5 - 9: We will spend the next five nights on our
campsite on the southern shores of Lake Garda, Italy’s
largest lake. In addition to the attractions around
the lake there are many cities and towns to explore
using the local boat and bus services or the cheap

within walking distance of the campsite. The larger
cities of Verona, Vicenza, Milan, Padua and Mantua
are all just a frain ride or drive away. Venice ifself is
accessible within an hour and a half by frain.

DAYS 10 - 14: We head tfo the north of Lake Garda
on Day 10, where we will spend five nights. This area
is typically a little less ‘touristy” than the south, with
quaint fowns and dramatic cliff edges provided by
the Dolomite mountain range. This is a great area to
unwind a little and enjoy “la dolce vita”.

DAY 15: We start our journey travelling along the
Aosta Valley in Italy and back towards Mont Blanc.
We have a stop-over in the French/Italian Alps.

DAYS 16 - 17: We retrace our steps back up through
France with overnight stops in the Burgundy and
Champagne regions of France.

DAY 18: We head for Calais and our scheduled
afternoon crossing, or you may choose to extend your
stay and take advantage of your flexible return ficket.
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
