Sagrada Familia in Barcelona—be nice when it‟s finished. 
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Chicken Jamabalya 

 

Ingredients: 

 

450g of diced Chicken 

breast. 

75g of sliced Chorizo 

Sausage, 

1 Large Onion finely 

chopped. 

1 chopped green 

pepper. 

1 x 250g pack of pre 

cooked uncle bens 

Mexican rice. 

1 tin of chopped 

Tomato‟s. 

1 x 35g sachet of 

Sharps Chicken 

Jambalaya mix 

600m cold water. 

 

 

 

Cooking method: 

 

1. Fry the chicken 

and chorizo in large 

frying pan (or BBQ 

Paella pan) 

2. For 3-4 minutes 

until golden brown., on 

a medium heat.    

3. Add the onion and 

cook for a further 5 

minutes.    

4. Add the rice and 

green pepper and cook 

for a further 1 minute.    

5. Mix the sachet mix 

with water, stir into the 

pan with chopped 

tomatoes and bring to 

the boil.  

6. Season with 

black pepper. 

7. Reduce the heat, 

and simmer for a 

further 10 minutes until 

heated through.

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It‟s getting to that time 

of year when you might 

start to think about 

putting the van away. 

Chances are you never 

got it out in the first 

place. So this month‟s 

tips are all about 

motorhome storage.  

Some of us are lucky 

enough to be able to 

keep our vans outside on 

our drives (only just in 

some cases) and others 

use storage facilities. 

Here‟s what we‟ve 

picked up over the 

years. 

1. Try and get 

undercover 

storage if you can. 

It‟s more 

expensive but 

generally safer 

and leaves your 

van less exposed 

to the elements. 

2. If parking 

outdoors try to 

avoid parking on 

grass. Wet grass 

can cause 

problems to the 

underside of your 

van when left for 

long periods.  

3. Also, try and 

avoid parking 

anywhere near 

trees. At worst you 

might get a full or 

part tree land on 

your van and at 

best you will get a 

load of bird poo. 

4. If you covering 

your van make 

sure you get a 

properly fitted, 

breathable cover. 

Otherwise you can 

get damp and 

condensation 

lurking under the 

cover. 

5. Use a CaSSOA 

registered site. 

This is an 

accreditation 

scheme with 

bronze, silver and 

gold awards 

depending on the 

level of security 

provided. 

6. Many storage 

sites have tie-ins 

with other service 

providers e.g. 

technicians, valet 

companies etc. 

This means you 

can get them to 

work on your 

van on the 

storage site 

rather than 

having to go and 

get it. 

7. Check out-of-

hours access. You 

might need to 

collect or deposit 

your van early in 

the morning or 

late at night. 

8. If storing the van 

outside, fit solar 

panels that will 

supply a trickle 

charge to your 

leisure and 

engine batteries. 

That way you 

will always have 

charge even 

after the winter. 

9. Inform you 

insurance 

company where 

the van is stored 

if it is not at your 

home address.
